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ROYAL MO —SUMMARY

As a two-year-old Royal Mo was a progressive type. After placing at six and seven furlongs
on his first two starts, he broke his maiden on his third and final start of the year, leading
throughout over a mile to win from subsequent stakes winner, Sonneteer.

First time out at three, he again lead throughout, to take the 8% furlong Robert B. Lewis
Stakes (gr. lll) — a Kentucky Derby (gr. 1) trial — by 3% lengths from subsequent multiple
graded stakes winner Irap. In the nine furlong Santa Anita Derby (gr. I), Royal Mo, drawn
widest of all, engaged the subsequent Breeders’ Cup Mile (gr. I) winner, Battle of Midway
through fast early fractions, and battled courageously to the wire, to hold third, beaten a %
length and the same by the multiple grade one winner Gormley and Battle of Midway. The
Trakus Chart reveals that Royal Mo ran 31 feet further than Gormley, and 42 feet further
than Battle of Midway. Pointed towards the Preakness Stakes (gr. 1), the second leg of the
Triple Crown, Royal Mo suffered a career ending injury in what have been his final work
prior to that race.

Royal Mo is a quintessential model of the modern North American classic type dirt runner,
as was his sire. That is a good-sized horse with a long-rhythmic stride; a strong, near-
boundless cardio; and the either the ability to very efficiently use lactate as fuel, or having a
high lactate tolerance.

Northern Afleet is a Mr. Prospector/Nureyev cross, like Kingmambo, and Uncle Mo also has
a stakes winner out of a mare by Lemon Drop Kid, a son of Kingmambo, a strain that can be
brought in through Mambo in Seattle (a three-quarters brother to Lemon Drop Kid) and
Parade Leader (from the immediate family of Royal Mo’s broodmare sire, Saint Ballado).
Kingmambo sons Dubai Destination and Ki n g’ sstood® @ SAtstralia. In addition,
Muhtafal is a three-quarters brother to Afleet, the sire of Northern Afleet. There are
additional Uncle Mo stakes winners from mares by Fusaichi Pegasus and Seeking the Gold
(sire of Windrush and Lecture), and grandsire of Dubawi. Among the other South African
branches of Mr. Prospectror that could work here are Goldkeeper (a half-brother to Storm
Cat), Kahal (who has Halo and Green Desert, and looks interesting here), Twice Over and
Strike Smartly.

One branch of Mr. Prospector that has not been seen frequently in South Africa, but is very
good with Uncle Mo is Fappiano, who appears in eight Uncle Mo stakes winners. He has
graded stakes winners out of mares by Unbridled and his sons Empire Maker (sire of
Pioneerof the Nile and Bodemeister) and Untuttable, and he also has a graded stakes
winner out of mare by Rubiano. There is also a grade two placed horse out of a mare by
Quiet American (grandsire of Midnight Lute). Unbridled is also sire of Broken Vow and
Unbr i Sohged’ s

Out of mares by stallions from the Seattle Slew line, Uncle Mo has grade one winner Mo
Town and grade two winner Mopotism out of mares by A.P. Indy son Bernardini (out of a
mare by Quiet American), and stakes winners out of mares by Mineshaft and Malibu Moon.
Pulpit (sire of Tapit), Congrats and Flatter are all bred on the same cross as Mineshaft and
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Malibu Moon. In South Africa A.P. Indy can be brought in through Camden Park (sire of Jay
Peg), Judpot and Marchfield.

There is an Uncle Mo stakes winner out of a mare by Orientate, and a stakes winner by
Indian Charlie out of a mare by that horse’s sire, Mt. Livermore, also sire of Housebuster.
Mt. Livermore is by Blushing Groom, who would be interesting through Rahy, whose dam
Champion Glorious Song is a sister to Saint Ballado, the broodmare sire of Royal Mo, and he
might be found through Noverre or Fantastic Light. Royal Mo is also half-brother to stakes
winner Tara From The Cape, who is by Leroidesanimaux, who is from the Candy Stripes
branch of Blushing Groom.

From only five starters out of Relaunch line mares Uncle Mo is sire of two stakes winners,
including one out of a mare by Tiznow, and that line can also be brought in through Honour
and Glory.
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
